Water Summary 
Milton Reservoir is sampled twice a month between 

March and October and monthly between November 

and February.  The Barr Lake and Milton Reservoir 

Watershed Association coordinates all the efforts to 

monitor, test, and improve the water quality in Milton.  

Regular lake sampling started in 2002. 

March – Milton Reservoir was close to being full and was 

free of ice.  Like Barr Lake, Milton had consistent water 

quality from the surface to the bottom because of the 

isothermal conditions.  Milton is in the spring turnover 

phase.  The water temperature will begin to slowly 

increase as the days get longer and warmer.  Spring is 

an important season at Milton.  We will see how clear 

Milton will get this spring and for how long.  In recent 

years, Milton has had a shorter and shallower clearing 

phase once thermal stratification sets in.  The total 

phosphorus level last month was 0.2 mg/L and the 

dissolved portion that algae can use was only 0.01 mg/L.
